October Camp Out – This month we will travel to the Council’s recently added Roy Manchester BSA camp, which is in the Land Between the Lakes area of Western Ky. Since our flower sale customers purchase flowers knowing that they are supporting the scouts, we set limits on what the money can be spent for.  Anything that is clearly for scouting such as a tent, sleeping bag, hiking boots, camp out fees and high adventure expenses, can be easily reimbursed.  The Scoutmaster or Committee Chair must approve any expense that is not so obvious and any cost over $50.  Generally speaking the limit is $200 per item but a scout can work with the Scoutmaster to agree to a partial reimbursement.  For details see the troop handbook on page 19.  Original receipts are of course always required.
